WINEMAKING

Grape Varieties: 70% Grenache, 20% Cinsault, 10% Syrah

Fermentation: The wine is handled in the same way as their far more limited Tavel rose, which hails from the
single top appellation in France for rose. The key is a brief and perfectly timed maceration followed by a long,
cool fermentation. The quality of the grapes brings an array of fruit, mineral and even a touch of spice notes,
as well as both an appetizing fleshiness and a frame that carries the wine along.

Aging: In stainless steel vats

Alcohol: 13.5%

VINEYARD
Soils: Sedimentary, limestone and granite soils, with many pebbles and alluvial deposits.
Yields: Average of 2.1 tons per acre, average age of the vines is 35 years
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VINTAGE

2019 is another excellent vintage for the Rhdne Valley, with exceptional potential quality in both the North and
South. A dry spring was followed by a moderate summer featuring three distinct heat spikes; harvest occurred
normally in mid-September. The grapes were ripe and concentrated with excellent natural acidity, and the
wines are rich but balanced and expressive. Another superb vintage for the region.
